Fees and Refund Policy: fees are payable termly, in advance. Please note that all fees are non-refundable but can be transferred with advance
notice only from one course to another. Should a child's family be re-located outside of HK, a refund for the remaining sessions will be given
provided we receive an advance written notice of at least 21 days. The value of the refund will not include missed sessions prior to the written
notice, nor the 21 days notification period.
