Rules and Policies:

Fees and Refund Policy: fees are payable termly, in advanee. Please note that all fees are non-refundable but can be transferred with advance
notice only from one course to another. Should a child's family be re-locatcd outside of HK, a refund for the remaining sessions will be given
provided we receive an advanee written notice of at least 21 days. The value of the refund will not inelude missed sessions prior to the written
notice, nor the 21 days notification period. Refunds will not be made to students who withdraw once a elass is running. A course runs on the
basis of the required number of students enrolling, this makes the course financially viable. The programme is then committed to pay the
coaches, rental and for any expenses incurred.

Children must be the minimum age stated, by or on the 1st day of classes.
